JOHN ENCCH GROBERG

John Enoch Groberg, known by his femily and friends as "Enoch" - was born
April 2, 1876 at Ogden, Weber County, Utah - referred to as the "Lynn¥ard" -
or Five Points. He was the oldest of nine children brzvn to John Groberg and
Johanna Lersson Groberg. (see attached sheet)

In his personal history, written in Swedish, John Groberg (father) says:

"When I was 22 years old I begen to think a little more seriously about religion..
then ceme the missionaries of the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints

and declared to me that the Lord God hed again talked to the earth and sent his
engels which revealed to Joseph Smith where the Americen Indians ancient history
was --which on the plates were hidden in the earth since L00 years A.D, and was
taken from there by commandment of the Angel Sept. 22, 1827 by Joseph Smith..The
contents cen be read in the Book of Mormon,

I began to exsmine this book and ceme to a complete satisfection that it was
true. I was baptized Sept. 1, 1869 by Elder C.J. Oberg and confirmed by the laying
on of hands by Erick Petterson. On June 26th my father end mother and myself
(after gethering with the rest of the brothers and sisters at Stockholm) sailed
for North Americe.,.I bought a house and land in the Lynn district in Ogdensees
On the 2lst of December, 187l I was married to Johanneh Lersson and on the 8th
of September, 1875 we were sealed to each cther. On the 22nd of December my wife
and I got our Patriarchal Blessings end on the 23d we were baptized for L0 persons ..
(excerpted from Swedish to English translation done by Chester and Ellen Crowther)

In her personal history, also written in Swedish and translated by Chester
and Ellen, Johanna Larsson says:

"I had good faith and respect for the Lutheran religion until I was 23 years old
when the missionaries of the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints ceme to
our town end preached. I wes convinced this was the true Church and I was bap=
tized July 26, 1868 by Alste Persson and confirmed the same dey by the sems man,
After this..I didn't have any peace or heppiness inmy home town..June 11, 187k

I ceme to Americe and Uteh and Salt Leke City. I worked in e boarding house
until I was married to John Groberg. Then I moved to my new home in, oLynn Ward."

They lived in & little two-room house until after his parents died. In the
spring of 1887 they sold this farm to the State of Utah for a State Industrial
School end moved to Farr West where they hed purchesed a farm from Jim Westergard.

John Enoch '"was a very studious boy who beceme a school teacher before he
married.” "He had quite a reputation of being a public speaker end giving recita=-
tions or readings..when anything was going on, he would be celled on to give stump
speeches,”

A neighbor and close friend was John Lefgren whose sister recalls: "Znoch wes
about ten when one dey his mother gave him e rooster to sell but told him to get
John Lefgren to go to town with him becsuse he was a little older. They would
have to walk about three miles. While Enoch was weiting for John to get ready,
mother asked him, 'Enoch, what ere you going to do with your money efter you sell
your rooster??' 0h,' Enoch said, 'I think I'll buy me a book,!"

Only four of the children born to John and Johenna reached maturity. They
did their share of "picking berries, cering for the vegetable gardens, ploughing,
scraping, plenting..helping mother care for the chickens, trading eggs for grocer=
ies, topping bests, milking cows, bringing water from the pump to the house, helpin
prepare meals for the threshers or excitedly watching the seversl teams of horses

go round and round, operating the thresher, or, bare-footed, getting in the wheat



bin and scattering the wheat around - riding horses, etc. What fun times they
had, especlally at Christmas and New Year, when their Swedish frisnds, with their
children, came to visit them. -

What excitement for all the family when a telephons was installed in their
Farr West home. The first call was for father. "When informed it was for him, he

took off his hst, brushed his few hairs across his head, end then went to answer
the phone. He thought it was the most marvelous thing to be able to talk to some-
one so far away."

John Enoch attended school first at the "Lynn Ward", then at "Farr West"
(named after Chauncey West end Lorin Farr, pioneers of the area) = then graduated
from Weber Academy as a qualified teacher.

His son, Delbert V., recalls when, at about age 12, he visited with
Bishop Chugg about his father, and was told that John Enoch was "a most remark-
able and ideal person, very different from some with whom he grew up - a man of
great faith, kindness, loyalty, and strong character."

Some paintings he left,and also poetry give evidence he was also an
artistic and gifted young men. In an eppropriate, ornate, gold freme, and also
lettered in gold, is the following poem by John Enoch Groberg, written at age 16:

Do the Best You Can

Have you ever in your lifetime had a taesk you could not do?
If you have, well let me whisper just a few words unto you:
Try and always do your duty, try end carry out your plan,
But if you can by no means do it, do the best you can.

Everybody can bs doing something, if they only try,

Therefore you should elways try to do some good before you die.
Fulfill all that you have promised, take your part just like a man,
fnd no matter what your trade is, do the best you can.

Finish s11 that you have started, never from your duty shrink,
If your will will only help you, you can do more than you think.
No matter what you are doing, you will find it is a good plan

OQur account says that John Enoch teught school for two years in Weber County.
The superintendent of Weber County schools was Thomas E. McKay, brother of Pres,
David O, McKey, and himself a Genseral Authority. Of John Enoch he said: "Oh yes,
I remember John Enoch well. Hs was one of the outstanding teachers of Weber
County,, really outstanding. He was a debater an orator. It was his voice that
impressed me most, along with the way he could use words. He had the voice of an
orator, a deep, round rotunda - he was an orator. And when he stood up to speak
you knew he really had something to say, he would reelly tell you something. He
wes olean cut end his remerks were thet way too. He didn't say unnecessary words
but had a way of coming right to the point, end making it erystal clear. He was
good compeny. He wes congenial, He was positive in what he said, not nsgative.
He was constructive. He was & builder, not a fault=finder. I felt at homs in his
company."

Following are excerpts from the missionary "diary" of John Enoch Groberg
whioh we have at this time.' Weere told there are other '"diaries" =

"I was asked to get ready for to leave on a mission to Scandinavia on August
7, 1897 4e0sThe young ladies of Farr West had a surprise on me which wes a grand
success., dJuly 8th my farewell dance took place..l made my farewell remarks to the
Sunday School..At meeting I also spoke, and also at the mseting at night. Aug. 2nd,
The Farr Nest Brass Band came and playsd for me. John Lefgren and I took the
train to Salt Lake City. I went to the Temple and got baptized for my grandfather.
esAug. L= I went through the Temple for myself. I, together with Sister Forslund,
went through the Temple for my grendfether and grandmother..iug. 6- Fridaey -set
apart for our missions, received our Seventies License and Missionary Certificates,
got tickets for Liverpool,.August 7 - Got on the train at Ogden..visited Chicago,
Washington D.C..Philadelphia..Aug. 14, Went on board ship..moved outseuge 15 =
Sunday - Captain asked us to hold a Mormon meeting in the saloon, which we did.

12 = Spoke on the subject
of Baptism..Gave the Sunday School a review on the Bible Charts = had the chime
ney sweepers in the forenoon, Feb. 25 -~ Had a bad cough and could not do much.
Feb. 27 - Had a f ine Sunday School - I helped teach the second department. March 1
~Went tracting - did not feel wvery well., March 2- had an eawful cough - unable to
do any work. March 3, Felt week..Had Testimony Meeting in the evening -It's
something remarkable to see such young boys testify that they knew this wes the
true Church of Christ. After meeting the Elders mdministered unto me. March 6,
Up during Sunday School but obliged to go to bed in the afternoon --Elders admin-
istered to me. March 2l; - Had headache and ringing sounds in my ears in the
morning, slso chilled - obliged to go tobed., March 26 - Felt better,.sew the
King Oscar the Second as he rode in a carriasge through the streets which weme
finely decorated for the occasion. Went to the hospital and got examined by the
head doctor who seid I was afflicted with a bad stomach and sore throat. He

gave me a receipt for some medicine which should cures the same. April 7 = Thurs.
At sbout 10 o'clock I commenced spitting blood so I went to Dre Kustir :(2sp?)
immediately end got some medicine and liniment. He said that I had catarrh in
my lungs. President Lund ceme and asked me if I had any desire to go home but

I stated that I did not if I possibly could avoid it and he promised me that if
my desire was to stay and I would pray to the Lord that Iwould be able to finish
my mission, April 11 - I had quite a pein in my right side - continued all day -
April 2ij- Hed Sunday School in the morning and meeting in the afternoon. I spoke
about an hour on the first principles of the Gospel ...zot some stronger liniment
from doctor for cleening my tongue. April 28 - Visited some people to whom I

hed left tracts before I took sick and invited them to conferesnce, In the even=-
ing we went down to the shore and baptized eight persons..May 10 = Took a fine
hack ride with Elders - was & cool day. May 15 - Baptized Sister Marie Thornin
(sp?) and her daughter Vietorim. Jume 1 - Went out to Kroklatt and got wet

thru on our knees, June 2- Had testimony meeting in the evening..."

The above tells
only of the period from August, 1897 to June 3rd, 1898, -He returned Nov. 26, 1899,

slso worked, maybs just during the summer months, for Taylor Brothers

, and also for Utah Power and Light Compeny.

Byt life was incomplete. Ho had not yet met Meud.

Like Lehi of old who, after he found the fruit to be "most sweet above all,..
white to exceed all whitenesss..filled my soul with exceeding great joy" at once
"began to be desirous that (his) femily should parteke of it elso for (he)} knew it
was desireble sbove all other fruite.."

Even so - George and Elizabeth Susan Burnett Brunt, after they were baptized
into the true Church, st once began to be desirous that their family should partske
of full opportunity for gospel living. So they left their homs in New Zealand and
came to "Zion" - Elizebeth end their four children cams first snd stayed with her
Uncle Jemes Burnett in Farmington. But George joined them within e year, stopping
enroute et Hewaii 'where he learned to make sugar from cans". Arriving in Parming-
ton he told the people "he could make sugar out of sugar cane they had been using
for molesses. Art Stanper bought the machinery father needed end father made the
first sugar in Utah" (Eliza, his daywghter, records).

Of Elizabeth Brunt, a representative friend, Joe Morley, said: "She was one
of the sweetest and most devout women thet you would ever want to hear and know,"
Mary Jane Groberg Frifzen haé written her story.

Of George Brunt, Eliza says: "Father was very sffectionate and kind, I never
remember him chastizing any of us..He was a master mechanic and received a silver
teapot et the Fair at Christchurch (New Zealend) for inventing an improvement of
the plow." It was while working on enother invention "of perpetusl motion-that
he felt certain would succeed had he any money to promote it" - at Cottonwood,
(Mill Creek), Utsh, that Maud Elizebeth was born, Merch 16, 1881,

Endeevoring to support his growing femily in this new land, George worked at
a blacksmith shop in Fermington, then in the smelters at Cottonwood, then moved
them to Layton, rgain to be a blacksmith, then to Salt Lake to work in the Railroed
Depot. While at Layton he hed repaired and tried to operate a saw-mill so when he
heard of availeble work in e sew mill at Pleesant Valley, he took his family there.
Some relatives were urging them to go to Idaho which offered better opportunities

so they set out for Goose Creek (now Oakley) but stopped in Spanish Fork to work



at a molasses mill. The older children elso worked snd received in pay, » bushel
of potatoes or pesches or 25¢ = day. George took part of his psy/in molesses which
he sold for §1 & gallon es the family moved north. But instead of Goose Creek,
they settledin Sand Creek (Ione) end then permsnently in Eagle Rock (Idaho Falls.)
George went to Butte, Montena to work in the mines end becams ill snd died there.
Elizabeth, now a widow, wes challenged as never before, but fully equal to it --
did she not have the truths of the restored Church, snd did it not have all the
nesded answers?

While there may be no actual journels to tell the story, close associates of
the family have shared treasured memories with us. We quote generously and grate=
fuly from them. Both comments and incidents give fleeting glimpses of how
testimony end pioneer spirit combined to build lives and character we might all
humbly attempt to emulate,

Brother Snow fondly recalls "Everything we had we made for ourselves..seems
we were more closely knit somshow..more unity, every one the seme..We'd come to
Church on 5unday, from outskirts of town, in horse and buggy and freezing coldes.
we'd always go to Sister Brunt's for dinner..sometimes adding our food..She'd cook
bread in dripper psns and her jam wes in big open crock so you could always take
out what you'd want...0f course the homs was the center of activity...We'd have
Sunday School in the morning, then to Brunts, then Sacrament Meeting --We'd all sip
out of the seme cup for secrament - then mMedtlrgin the evening. Always one or two
General Authorities to Stake Conference=-no sound system but they'd spesk loud
enough so we could hear ~-two meetings Saturday, two Sundasy end another, M.I.A.,
in evening - slweys two hours in length. Monday evening was Priesthood, Tuesday was
M.I.A., Wednesday was Choir prectice.."

Others recall: "The first little Church wes on the bank of the river - all
the people used it as e sort of socisl center as well as a Church snd we always
had community Christmas tree and progrems end Senta Cleus there and all the children

received small gifts from under the tree...Big rock Ghurch finished in 1892,"
"When you moved, you brought your recommend from the old ward and presented it to

the new one."

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Elizabeth took in weshings to support the family. Men at the Railroad shops
paid well. The big boys would put the "boiier" in their wagon, walk to the shops
and gest the soiled clothes end the boiler filled withhot water. Their mother would
scrub on the board, then boil, blue-rinse, starch, dpy, sprinkle, iron (heated on
stove) snd then be delivered.e Wood for the fire from basnks of the river and
coal along the tracks where it fell off. Eliza did housework in homes.

Meud Elizabeth shared in the work and in the play., Favorite pestime of the
children was "Run Sheepie Run" down by the r iver, (where Temple now is) -hiding
behind the sagebrush., When Maud was old enough to go from home to work, her
mother commented: "I em not afraid to let Maud go to work..they won't step on her
toes; she will tell them of it."

Like the others, when she went to school in the winter, she would wrap her
legs in secks, walk thru the snow, remove end hang the sacks to dry so when school
was out she could wear them home. School was in one room - all grades =--when you
mastered the fifth reesder snd exchanged it for the sixth reader, that meant you
went a grede higher. Yes, she was like the others but she was also different—-
her own very speciel self. Mattie (later her sister-in-law) says, "Maud was a
well~behaved, friendly little girl and I loved her dearly -~ as did all who knew
her."” Emma Jensen adds: "Meud had pretty, dark, curly hsir--just beautiful, She
wes very religious, sweet, more fun-loving then quiet,"

Eliza records once in Uteh she took Maud with her to a home to gt some milk.
"The lady there said she would like to have Maud end went to mother and seid she
would adopt her and give her a good home..Mother would not listen to her." Cemping
out with others, en route to Goose Creek, m Mrs. Cox asked to have Maud sleep with
them and she did.

Emma Jensen recalls: "The first time I ceme to Igeho Falls Maud took me to
Primary. She end I seng ¥Joseph Smith's First Prayer'-in the little old Church on
the river., One afternoon she came end got me to go to her place--we kind of
loitered along the way =--slong the ditch or in the sagebrush she would find first

one thing and then another to attract my attention--then she took me homs and



lo end behold she had arrenged & surprise party on me, T pguess she knew how homesicl
I was."

Mattie remembered: "Maud was in the seme room, sltho two grades shead of me,
being two years older. Often she helped me with my spelling at recesses. She
was a good student snd essisted the teacher by placing words on the blackboard
when the teacher asked the students tocopy."

"Maud was a gréet favorite with her friends and associated with the best in
town when she wes grown. A friend, Hattie Johannesen, knowing how M-ud wished to
be a better singer than just in the choir, invited her to come to their house
one night and they would teach her to sing. She loved to sing but said she couldn't
carry a tune., Maud told me she steyed up end sang most of the night but she never
learned."” (Clara Brunt)

As she grew older she too attended the entertainment at the "bowery"-helped
decorate it - with bunting for the Lth of July -laughed when it rained and the
colors reani She too "spent days" decorating = basket for the besket social -
hoping some boy would think hers worth a resl price! She laughed with the rest
at the visiting drama, "The Whole Town's Talking" - Planning a privete dance, she
too submitted the nemes of those she wanted to invite to ths bishop and wetched
him seratch this one or that one off --so they were not included. She too went
on overnight cemping trips with "hesux" who fished while girls cooked ~--always
properly chaperoned, Willow Creek being a favorite spot.

John Enoch's lifs-long friend, John Lefgren from Ferr West, married and
moved to Idaho Fells, in a home neer the Brunts. It seems that John Enoch was
visiting Lefgren when he met Maud Elizabeth Brunt. He seemed to be in no great

hurry to return to Ferr West now. (One account says his cousin, Alfred Anderson,
encouraged him to get scquainted with this young lady.)
I wonder if Maud, looking into the future, sew what Joe Morley, looking into

the past, saw. Brother Morley says of John Enoch: "My essociation with John
Enoch Groberg was one of extreme pleasure and good to me. He was the local Sunday

School Superintendent and then the Stake Superintendent of sunday Schools. His



work.was outstanding - he was a netural leeder, an outstanding leader, a man with
a good personality, very pleasing, one who could express himself in a very concise
ond clear way. His orgenizational sbility wes very good snd he had a geniality end war
way of expressing himself to the children and to the teachers thet won their confi-
dence end their help. He had a very profound knowledge of the Gospel - his great
faith and his ability to express that in & way that would be convinecing to those thet w
were hearing..I am sure he would have been a bishop or steke president, or held other
offices of trust because of his greet ebility and his leesdership and his very fine
testimony of the gospel of Jesus Christ...Men like him are greet assets to the
country. During his time here he wns c onsidersd one of our really great leaders.”
And I wonder if John Enoch, looking into the future, sew what Brother Morley,
looking into the past, sew, Brother Morley says of Mesud Elizabeth: "I remember
Maud, John Groberg's wife), very well. She reminded me very much of her mother, “ister
Elizebeth Brunt, who was one of the sweetest and most devout women that you would
sver want to hear and know. The family wes alweys very stable in their Church work -
Maud wes a very sweet, kindly, gentle woman and one of those kind of women thet you
love to be with, to talk to, to associmte with, and to feel their presence, "
JohnEnoch and Maud Elizabeth were married in the Logan Temple by Marriner

FIRST MORTGAGE NOTE,
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DEATH OF MAUD ELIZABETH BRUNT GROBERG

Enoch and Maud rejoiced together at the bimth of their third child and
first girl on April 30, 1908, the birthday of Maud's mother. Clara reported:
"Meud seid to her mother laughingly, 'Mother, here's a birthday present for
youl! never thinking that the little child would be left for her grandmother
to raise.”

For two or three days Maud wes doing %ery well in her heppy little home
on Sage and H street corner. Her mother cared for her first but became ill
with the "grippe" and hed to go homs so others took over. About the third
day she contrected an infection. Dre C.M. Cline worked very hard to save her
(no miracle drugs in those days), but to no avail,

Aunt Mattie Rasicot Groberg recalls that Violet was boarding with the
Rasicot family while teaching school and Mettie had the sad assignment to
ride over to school snd tell Violet to coms right in. Violet dismissed school
and went right home." Mattie adds: "Clara, (her sister) told ms that John
Enoch sat by Maud's bedside end held her hand all through the night until her
death the next morning."

Joseph Morley reported: "I was very close to the Brunt femily snd wes
called to administer to Msud, with snother Elder, Just before her baby was
born. I was present too just e few moments before she passed awaye...it was
a very depressing experience for all of us..She was a young woman end a mother
in Israel and her future life seemed awfully bright..."

The Ideho Register printed the following, Friday, Mey 15, 1908;

"An extremely pethetic death occured on Mondey of this week
when Mrs. John Groberg, a mother just in the morning of life,
pessed ewey. She gave birth to a child sbout two weeks ago and
while the infant is living and doing nicely, the mother sleeps
at rest,

The funersl services were conducted in the L.D.S. Church
yesterday efternoon, the larpge edifice being of insufficient
capacity to hold all the sympathizing friends in attendance.

The casket rested emong benks of flowers and touching remarks

“On enother occesion on this seme porch, fether sat with me on the rim
with feet on the ground. I had en air gun. He asked if I could shoot
straight., He then took the gun end shot it several times, showing me how
to use it. Then he aimed at a sparrow in the walnut tree that spread out
right before us. You hit it, you hit it," I said gleefully, He handed
me the pun end ceutioned me sbout shooting birds, or doing any herm with
the gun."



DEATH OF JOHN ENOCH GROBERG
The following was written by LeRoi Brunt Groberg:

"Delbert and I were together outside. Father wes in the large north-east
room, His bed wes up egeinst the window..We were called in, He wanted to talk
to us. I remember that he couldn't coms out on the porch now. He was very silck,
The 1ittle red car belongingto Dr. Robinson had coms out seversl times. He had
even given us & ride in it end we knew what it meant to see that car,

"Todey they hed celled the Dr. again, but the red car was not thers yet.,
We went in. Father had us come up close. He reached out his arms ss though he
would give us a blessing. He rested his hand on my heed in an affectionate gesture
He talked to us., I don't remember all that he said. But I shall never forget his
lest words: "Above everything else, be good boys. Be good boys." I think he said
it twice, but I'm not quite sure. It has been running through my head ever since.
And it could be the repetition in my own mind that I recall, This single incident
has been the most formative in mylife. On innumerable occasions that final request
has been a bulwark for me.

"It is my sincerest hope that soms day, in e better world, when I have the
rich opportunity of meeting my good father face to face, that in some msasure I
shall have met this one last request; I hope he can sey that I have been, to his
satisfaction, a good boy."
